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Guidelines for Working Cursillo Weekend

Often people ask, “How can I work a Cursillo weekend after I’ve been a candidate?” We hope the following information
will be helpful to you. Examples of the requirements to work on a Palanca Team, the Chapel Room Team, as Palanca
Rector(a), Kitchen Rector(a) or Rector(a) in the Chapel Room are as follows:

Be a participating member of a Christian church.
Have attended a Cursillo weekend as a candidate.

Be a person who has dedicated his or her life to the Christian ideal, a person who has learned from the Cursillo
weekend and has grown in Christian faith because of what he or she has learned.

Be a person who knows how important the Church is, and how all actions should be directed to build up the church, the
body of Christ.

Be a person who understands that the purpose of Cursillo is to build Christianity, to create a living community of
Christians which can renew the whole life of the Church.

Realize that the Cursillo weekend is a highly structured, well-thought-out method for renewing the faith of individuals
and through the individuals, the churches from which they come and the environments in which they live and work.

The purpose of Cursillo is NOT to create a group of “Cursillistas”, but to revitalize the Christian community.

Be a person who is in the process of gradually drawing others to Christ and changing the whole tone and direction of
the environment he or she is in.

If applying for the Couple’s Cursillo, both husband and wife do not have to work.

to their respective Rector or Rectora.
